BIG STEPS ACCOMPLISHED, EVEN BIGGER ONES AHEAD

Wisconsin Automotive and Truck Education Association 
– Coming into 2018 WATEA created a strategic plan to 
drive our work over the next three years into 2020. The 
plan included key Legislative, Training and Workforce 
Development, Scholarship, Membership, and Wheels 
to Work goals to help us better focus our energies. 
Of these goals several have already been realized or 
are well on their way to completion. Though we are 
seeing improvement in many areas of our organization, 
there is still much to be done. Specific items regarding 
incumbent worker training and updating members 
regarding legislative developments are two key areas 
that WATEA will continue to seek to improve during the 
upcoming year(s). 

An opportunity arose in 2018 to apply for more 
transportation assistance for our community. WATEA 
partnered their efforts with the North Central Wisconsin 
Workforce Development Board and the Central 
Wisconsin Metal Manufacturers Alliance to apply 
for a Wisconsin Fast Forward and Department of 
Transportation grant called Commute to Careers. This 
exciting program is an effort to connect employers 
and employees in new, innovative ways. WATEA’s 
goal for this initiative is to create a regional shuttle 
program connecting employees in Lincoln, Langlade, 
and Portage Counties to the many job openings within 
businesses in Marathon County. WATEA wrote for and 
received $267,000 for this grant at the end of 2018. We 
hope to have the shuttles operational during the second 
quarter of this year. Please let us know if you would like 
to find out more or lend your expertise to this program.

WATEA also continues to manage our highly recognized 
Wheels to Work Program of Marathon County. During 
2018 we awarded 18 donated, refurbished vehicles to 
families or individuals where reliable transportation 
was an obstacle to work or educational attainment. 
We also made repairs to 15 client-owned vehicles at 
our program supported level. Many other clients were 
assisted with their budgeting, financial literacy, and 

vehicle maintenance skills by attending classes offered 
through our program. During 2018 we also added 
another level of assistance in the community through 
our taxi voucher program. We extended this assistance 
to Wheels to Work clients as well as the community as a 
whole. Started in the third quarter of the year, we were 
able to help 26 clients get to and from work through this 
expanded service. 

In closing, we’d like to thank you. Thank you for taking 
the time to review this. Thank you for any or all efforts 
and energies you may have contributed to our collective 
accomplishments over the years. And thank you for 
considering our dreams and efforts worthy of your 
support – in whatever forms it may have been. And if 
you may indulge us a little more: Please consider with 
renewed intensity the opportunity to partner and vision 
with us as we embark on the next chapter. We need 
your help. We need your enthusiasm, your support, and 
your resources. We realize the demands on everyone 
today are staggering, but together we CAN overcome 
and achieve. We plan to continue to reach out to you 
– our partners. These requests will be essential to 
building on the momentum developed in our formative 
years and help us all accelerate into 2020 and beyond.

Initially created to support local school districts with their automotive 

programs and recruitment of automotive technicians, WATEA has grown to encompass a greater portion of 

the transportation industry. Membership now includes car dealerships, independent repair facilities, collision 

repair, diesel repair, diesel sales, local trucking companies, and local technical colleges and school districts. 

This growth has seen a broadening of our programs to support a more diverse membership.

WATEA has five main components that drive our mission:

Wheels to Work engages businesses and schools to develop opportunities 

for valuable hands-on training, education, and experience for the apprentice and student 

technicians in the automotive industry.
