WATEA’s History
In the late 1990’s, a small group of business and 
educational leaders joined forces to save the Automotive 
Technician training program at a local technical college. 
Through this experience, the group discovered the power 
of their combined influence and, in 2000, the Wisconsin 
Automotive & Truck Education Association was formed. 
Since that time, businesses and organizations who might  
be competitors elsewhere have collaborated to achieve 
their shared goals of increasing transportation industry 
training opportunities and create a lasting difference in  
our communities.

In 2011, WATEA launched the Wheels to Work program 
to provide reliable vehicles to low-income employees. In 
2019, Commute2Careers was created to give shuttle rides 
to new employees lacking transportation to work. In 2022, 
WATEA partnered with Mid-State Technical College to 
provide rides for students between their campus locations. 
The Commute2Careers shuttle program provided over 375 
unique students with more than 6,000 one-way trips over 
the three-year program to get to classes. In July 2025, 
WATEA transitioned the Commute2Careers shuttle service 
to Mid-State Technical College. The service provides FREE 
rides between Mid-State campuses to enable students with 
transportation barriers to access classes.

In 2024, WATEA launched Industry 4.0 training for technicians 
in the state. To date, WATEA has trained 140 unique individuals.
